The students of Home Science & MBA identified the trees and plants indigenous to 

the Madurai region. A few of the identified species such as bur-flower tree or temple tree (the 

holy Kadamba tree), Arjuna tree (Marutham), Alexandrian laurel (Punnai), Flame of the 

forest (kinchukam), flowering plants like yellow Oleander (Arali), hibiscus were procured by 

the faculty members of the two departments (Home Science & Business Administration) for 

plantation in a vacant, corner area near the overbridge, adjacent to the classrooms of Home 

science and Business administration which was filled with unruly bushes,  was chosen for 

tree-planting. . The students were encouraged to water the plants and nurture them. The 

wastewater from the nearby canteen also was directed to this area and in a few months‟ time 

this unkept area was filled with thriving plants and trees, adding to the green canopy of the 

lush green campus.
